The Shire has received some request for access to the Norseman Swimming pool outside of 

normal operating hours. Currently die to no lifeguard onsite after hours the Shire is unable to 

accommodate these request due to the safety risk posed. Shire officers are working to find 

an affordable and workable solution to allow afterhours access.  

  

New Water Point and Dump Point 

The new water point and dump point are now in operation next to the Norseman Dog 

Exercise Park. The new locations allow for improved access and is conveniently located 

close to the RV park. The points are token operated, with tokens available at the Norseman 

IGA, Norseman Visitors Centre and Shire Administration Office.
